The recipient will also be recognized with presentation of an inscribed award plaque at the COEPS Fall Forum, typically held in mid to late August as part of Welcome Week on campus. 

Submission of Application Materials

2. Solicit and attach one letter of support.

3. A listing of titles and dates of service activities. Please note that contributions identified by an applicant must have been made while a member of the faculty at UW-Whitewater.

· Teaching and research activities are excluded from consideration for this award.
