How to Avoid Academic Misconduct
· Make sure you understand your instructor’s expectations

· Are you allowed to work with other students?

· If so, can you submit the same answers or work?

· Are you allowed to submit a paper or project that you used in another class?

· What tools and resources are you allowed to use during exams?

· Make sure you understand how to cite sources in your work.

· Borrowing “ideas” without credit, even if you change the words around, is still plagiarism.

· “Plagiarism isn’t just a problem with written work.  Make sure you don’t plagiarize in a speech or classroom presentation.

· Visit the Writing Center on campus.  The friendly staff will assist you in understanding how to cite appropriately.

· During exams, sit far away from other students so that you won’t appear to be looking at someone else’s paper.

· Do not share your work with any other students, no matter how much you like them.  Assisting another student in committing academic misconduct means that YOU commit academic misconduct.

· This also may include giving other students information about test questions.
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
